To-date Summary of Findings 
1. 2016 15-minute data only

1.1. Lots of missing data (refer to table), especially Monroe, Poudre Valley, Lake and Timnath Inlet Canals
1.2. There is a hint of complications from ice during the winter

1.3. I sampled only events based on large percentage changes

1.4. Lots of complexity overall (the spaghetti of operations as shown on the graphs, per Malers)

2. Canyon Gage -- Really nothing definitive to report

3. Lincoln Gage

3.1. It is clear that Larimer-Weld can generate abrupt, brief spikes and troughs (11/15/15)
3.1.1. Indications that L-W flushes and refills their pool to dislodge debris
3.1.2. Follow up with Mark Simpson and Northern

3.2. Clear that there can be a mismatch with Hansen Canal releases and intervening diversion operations (10/18/16)
3.3. Probably should look at many more events to develop a more complete typology
4. Boxelder Gage

4.1. Difficult to draw firm conclusions because of missing diversion data

4.2. Often a simple sweeping of river, perhaps from multiple upstream diversions, perhaps especially from the Timnath Inlet

5. Day of Week?

5.1. There is some indication that the preponderance of abrupt changes group near the weekends.  Need to examine more carefully.
Other Notes from Discussion (that I can remember)
Unfortunately, Jen, Reagan, Brad and Ken could not participate.  Eric Rectintine may no longer be a PRTI member.  Luke Shawcross and Kristin Swaim did attend.
A.  Missing data was identified as a problem, even though Northern has made great strides in adding gages at diversions.  But, we should look at this as an opportunity to add momentum to more (automated) data collection and distribution, and make sure to highlight in this group’s recommendations.  Keep up the peer pressure and find ways to add $$.  This includes the city of Fort Collins’ WTP and WWTP intake and returns.
B.  General discussion of “pushback” on getting some diversion data automated.  For example, Northern’s “real time” point-flow model raised questions from the state engineers’ office.  I have not seen this exhibit which is in their headquarters building lobby.  Steve also mentioned the real time gage and diversion map at http://map.unitedwaterdistrict.com/  (I looked briefly and don’t quite understand it.)  Open Water may make a public domain point-flow version for the Poudre available in the future.
C.  Are there any gages on city stormwater outfalls?  Perhaps the Udall NA?
D.  Making no real progress on identifying biological criteria.
